Management Discussion of Fund Performance

Investment Objectives and Strategies

The objective of the Mawer EAFE Large Cap Fund (the "Fund") is to 
achieve above-average long-term risk-adjusted returns and to create a 
diversified portfolio of equity and equity related securities of larger 
companies located in developed countries outside of Canada and the 
United States, primarily in Europe, Australasia and the Far East (EAFE). 
This is done by choosing companies that we believe will be wealth-
creating in the long term and are trading at a discount to their intrinsic 
value. We prefer companies with enduring competitive advantages that 
will allow them to earn a return greater than their cost of capital over the 
long term. The Fund has a long-term buy and hold strategy and seeks to 
keep turnover low.

Risk

This Fund is suitable for investors seeking long-term growth and who have 
a medium tolerance for risk. General risks of investing in this Fund are 
outlined in the Prospectus and include the possibility of reduction in 
value of any given investment, liquidity risk, interest rate risk and 
currency risk amongst others.

The Manager attempts to reduce the exposure to these risks by not 
concentrating more than 20% of the net assets of the Fund in a particular 
Industry as defined by the Global Industry Classification Standards (GICS). 
The Manager provides diversification of risk by investing primarily in 
equity and equity related securities of larger companies located in 
developed countries outside of Canada and the United States, primarily in 
Europe, Australasia and the Far East (EAFE).

Results of Operations

The Fund's net assets increased 9.1% to $89.0 million from $81.6 million 
at June 30, 2024. Of this change, $4.2 million is attributable to positive 
investment performance and $3.2 million was due to net contributions to 
the Fund.

The Manager assesses the Fund’s underlying securities for liquidity on a 
quarterly basis. During the period the Fund has remained in compliance 
with National Instrument 81-102 and has maintained an illiquid 
concentration of less than 10% of the Fund’s Net Asset Value. During the 
period there were no notable redemptions to the Fund that affected its 
liquidity.

Over the six-month period, the Fund’s series A units' return was 4.6% 
(after deducting fees and expenses paid by the series) in comparison to 
the MSCI EAFE Index (Net) return of 9.3%. All performance values 
provided are in Canadian dollar terms.
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In terms of relative performance, security selection was negative, 
particularly in Industrials and Health Care. Sector allocation was slightly 
positive over the period. At the stock level, chemicals distributor 
Brenntag’s earnings failed to meet expectations as an oversupply of 
chemicals upstream reduced its distribution margins. Sartorius Stedim 
Biotech, a company that provides equipment and consumables used at 
various stages in the production of biologic drugs, also declined with 
further evidence that its earnings power is well below what had been 
unsustainably boosted by COVID-19 demand. On a positive note, Novo 
Nordisk continues to benefit from strong sentiment related to its 
blockbuster obesity treatments and even further possible health benefits. 
Positions in semiconductor equipment companies DISCO Corporation and 
ASML Holding benefitted from the explosive growth in demand 
expectations for the industry.

The most notable addition was French communications agency Publicis 
which specializes in creative content/brand management, media buying, 
and marketing related technology and data consulting. The business 
benefits from a scale advantage in media buying, customer stickiness due 
to familiarity, reputation, and integration into customer IT and marketing 
departments, and relatively stable and recurring revenue. Another 
notable initiation was in Rheinmetall, which focuses primarily on land 
defense systems for NATO countries, an area in which its competitors had 
under-invested over the past few decades. While it can take years for 
defense budget commitments to translate into revenues, they tend to 
entail high switching costs, recurring servicing revenues, and demand 
uncorrelated with economic cycles.

Meanwhile, the notable exits included Kering and Adyen. Luxury 
conglomerate Kering is undergoing a turnaround in certain key brands 
(e.g., Gucci), which in our view carries execution risk and the potential for 
less brand power and wealth creation looking forward. We also exited 
payments processor Adyen on valuation concerns as the stock price has 
risen sharply over the past few months.

Thinking longer-term, we worry about the trend toward more 
protectionist policies, less globalization, more conflict, and a multi-polar 
world. In 1989, the fall of the Berlin Wall was an inflection point that 
served to catalyze more inclusive global economic growth, increased 
productivity, trade, and formidable stock market returns over the ensuing 
three decades. While global economic growth remains positive, it has 
slowed and we note that the word “deflation” has started to occasionally 
creep into conversations with company executives, a shift relative to the 
last few years. Current trends, along with a higher cost of capital, may 
imply lower real returns from equities moving forward.

As for the AI-related market darlings, the late Roy Amara once said, “We 
tend to overestimate the effect of a technology in the short run and 
underestimate the effect in the long run.” Put differently, there’s a risk of 
over-exuberance in markets extrapolating today’s pace of AI-related 
demand, with many companies lacking the data or infrastructure to 
deploy generative AI widely within their organizations. Return on 
investment is also unknown. But the mismatch between the timing of 
investment and returns may create significant future opportunities, 
particularly where competitive advantages are strongest.

As always, valuation is the great equalizer and both axes of our Matrix—
quality and valuation—are important. AI-related or not, companies with 
competitively advantaged revenue streams should benefit from 
continued economic growth while providing a measure of defensiveness 
should the macroeconomic environment deteriorate. Purchasing such 
securities at a discount to their intrinsic values should, in theory, offer 
greater upside in a bullish scenario yet better downside protection should 
markets correct. We aim to get the balance right. While not a formula for 
avoiding shorter-term negative returns, we believe this approach should 
minimize the probability of permanent impairment of capital while 
leading to long-term compounding of wealth.

Recent Developments

There are no recent developments to report related to the strategic 
positioning of the Fund, the Manager, or the policies of the Independent 
Review Committee.

Related Party Transactions – Management Fees

The Portfolio Advisor receives management fees, which are calculated for 
Series A Units as 1.10% per annum of the net asset value of the Fund 
calculated on a daily basis. Management fees for Series O Units are 
payable directly to the Manager by Series O investors and not by the 
Fund.

The Manager of the Fund has the ability, at their discretion, to reduce the 
management fees for large investors. This reduction is effected by means 
of a management fee distribution and will be automatically reinvested in 
additional units of the Fund at the net asset value of the Fund on the date 
of distribution. Mawer also receives fees for performing administrative 
services. As at June 30, 2024 the Fund owes Mawer $0 related to these 
administrative services.
